The successful contractor will provide the services from December 1, 2011 to March 31, 
2012 and will perform the following duties: 
 

• Snow plowing for Essential Snow Removal Program (approximately 35 residences). 
• Snow plowing one pass down the driveway and shoveling of walkway, ramp and/or stairs. 
• Work to be carried out after 8cm of snow has accumulated. 
• Work performed in the early morning, specifically before scheduled appointments of 

priority clientele, 7 days per week and during day when conditions require. 
• Work should be complete within a maximum of six (6) hours. 
• Open to all snow clearing contractors with appropriate equipment, valid insurance 

coverage and valid driver’s license.  Minimum one million dollar commercial liability 
coverage required.
